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What are the main changes?

Pupils sitting GCSE exams will be awarded a numerical grade, with one at the bottom and nine
at the top, replacing the current A* to G grades.

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Why are the changes being made?

The new grading system aims to make it easier for employers and universities to differentiate
pupils’ abilities. In some subjects, such as science, up to 40 per cent of pupils achieve an A
or A* making it difficult to identify the smartest pupils. Education ministers want to drive up
standards of numeracy and literacy, with the aim of putting England on a par with the world’s
top-performing countries.
